	A. Update wording on reading prerequisite: BIOL 1406, 1407, 1411.  Revising the language used to define the current ways in which students may be deemed reading ready.  Requested by Dwight Bohlmeyer.
B. Prerequisite change: CHEM 1412.  Correction to the prerequisite that should have been made when the prerequisite of MATH1314 was changed from a co-requisite to a pre-requisite for CHEM1411 back in the Fall of 2011. The current prerequisite lists MATH1314 as a prerequisite which should be implied if the student has already completed CHEM1410 or CHEM 1411 under its current prerequisite.  Requested by Dwight Bohlmeyer.

C. Update description & prerequisite: BIOL 2421. (Microbiology for Science Majors), however, includes major prerequisite and content changes that have been recently redefined by the Higher Education Coordinating Board in the most recent ACGM.  Because of these changes, we proposed and had approved the non-majors microbiology course, BIOL 2420.  It will now serve as the primary offering in microbiology and will serve the need of the majority of our allied health majors.  We now seek to update our current catalog description and its corresponding prerequisites for the major’s microbiology course (BIOL2421) which is still on the books.  Our hope is to be able to offer one or two sections of this course in the spring but we want to make students are aware of the more stringent prerequisite requirements well in advance.
